A Bit More About Prayer

Minister of Church Life 

 

Here at the beginning of February we 

have only a few more weeks of our 

church-wide prayer study.  It is my 

hope and prayer for all of us that this 

time has made a difference in our lives.  I hope 

youôve been involved in Sunday School, Bible Study, 

Worship Services, and especially in exercising your 

Prayer Muscles! 
 
So ï good for studying, but how can we be confident 

that God hears our prayers?  This is a big one for me.  

There are times when I feel so close to God that itôs 

like Heôs physically right next to me, hearing every 

word I say.  Buté there are times when I feel like 

Iôm just praying in an echo chamber, and the only 

one who hears me is me.  So how do I know that God 

hears me? 
 
Well, the Bible does tell us that there are some things 

that will keep our prayers from reaching Godôs ears ï 

like sin and unrepentance.  But it also tells us that 

there is a way to pray that is pleasing to God: 

     1.   Pray with faith (Hebrews 11:6) 

     2.   Pray with clean hands and a pure heart 

      (Psalm 24:3-4)  

3.   Pray genuine, heart-felt prayers rather than 

      vain repetitions (Matthew 6:7) 

     4.   Make sure that you are praying to the God  

revealed in the Holy Scriptures 

(Exodus 20:3-6) 
 
So ï how do you ñpray with faith?ò  Well, if you 

have faith in someone, it means that you see that 

person as someone with integrity, with great ability ï 

a trustworthy person.  You give ñgloryò to that 

person by means of your faith in him/her.  In Romans 

4:20-21, the Bible tells us that Abraham ñstaggered 

not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was 

strong in faith, giving glory to God, being fully 

persuaded that, what He had promised, He was able 

also to perform.ò Abraham was a man of great faith 

in God.  This is not so much a compliment to 

Abraham ï he had merely caught a glimpse of Godôs 

incredible ability, His impeccable integrity, and His 

wonderful faithfulness to keep every promise He had 

made.  Abrahamôs faith gave ñgloryò to God.  So 

when you pray, donôt think, ñGee, I hope God will 

answer my prayer!ò  Remember, rather, that ñMy 

God shall supply all my needs according to His 

riches in glory in Christ Jesus.ò (Philippians 4:19) 

What about the ñclean hands and a pure heart?ò  

Hmmm!  When we confess our sins, honestly and 

completely, to God through Christ Jesus, He 

promises not only to forgive every single one of them 

(1 John 1:7-9) but also to totally forget them 

(Hebrews 8:12).  He will even justify you, on the 

grounds of the sacrifice of Jesus Christ.  That means 

He will count it as though you never sinned in the 

first place.  This is what is meant by ñjustified by 

faith.ò  Thatôs why you need to immerse yourself in 

the Bible ï read the letters to the churches and learn 

the wonderful things God has done for us through 

that tremendous sacrifice on Calvary.  If you donôt 

bother to read the will, youôll never know what 

youôve inherited! 
 
But, what are ñgenuine heart-felt prayers?ò  If you 

keep yourself in the love of God, then you will never 

pray hypocritical or selfish prayers.  When your 

prayer life is pleasing to God, the Bible says that God 

will reward you openly (Matthew 6:6). 
 
How do you know if youôre praying to ñthe God 

revealed in Holy Scripture?ò  Study the Bible.  Donôt 

accept the image of God portrayed by the world, even 

though it is appealing to the natural mind.  A loving, 

kind fatherly-figure, with no sense of truth or justice, 

appeals to guilty sinners.  Look to the thunderings 

and lightnings of Mount Sinai.  Look at Jesus on the 

cross at Calvary, totally innocent yet suffering 

unspeakable agony because of the justice of a holy 

God.  This is the God ñrevealed in Holy Scripture.ò 
 
I hope that these six weeks will whet your appetite 

for a closer relationship with God and a deeper 

spiritual and prayer life.  Imagine the difference we 

can make in our church, our community, even our 

world if we will faithfully call on God!
